BC ASSEMBLY OF FIRST NATIONS PARTICIPATES AT THE NATIONAL INQUIRY INTO MMIWG

(Coast Salish Territory, Vancouver, BC — April 4, 2018) — Today, the National Inquiry into Missing
and Murdered Indigenous Women and Girls began community hearings in Coast Salish Territory
(Greater Vancouver region). Community hearings of the Truth Gathering Process in Vancouver

is set to start today and end on April 8, 2018. It is expected that over 100 family members and
survivors are expected to share their truths.
